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From Our Director of Missions— 
    Luke 24 tells the story of the men on the Emmaus Road.  It leads to a powerful 
revelation that Jesus is not dead, but alive and in the hearts of believers.  There’s no 
greater confirmation of the power of the resurrection than the feeling we get when 
we understand He walks with us, He understands us, and He is ever ready to help us 
accomplish His mission of building up the Kingdom of God. 
 

    In these days of transition of relationships between churches, associations, and 
conventions, it is so important that we understand that the church is not on mission 
for God, but God is on mission through the church.  I say this because sometimes we 
feel so limited in our resources, limited in our clarity of God’s will and the value of 
what we are trying to do to build up the Kingdom of God, that we fail to remember it 
is the power of God that will accomplish His will through us.  It is so easy to limit our-
selves to the ministries of our church and give only minimal attention to helping build 
God’s kingdom.  The future of LRBA lies in its ability to partner with its churches, ena-
bling them to experience the glory of Jesus and to see people come to Christ, grow in 
Christ, and experience a transforming life. 
 

    It seems to me we need to become more dedicated to our Bible study, our serving 
each other in His name, and our demonstrating a hope in a dark world that shines as 
the love of God.  We are a people who believe that the truth is greater than a lie, 
that love is greater than hate, that forgiveness is a grace we all need and deserve, 
that confession and repentance is a daily practice as we seek to be a holy people. 
 

    I’m always encouraged to remember the promise that has been given that the 
Christ within us is greater than the world around us.  It’s time to rejoice that Jesus 
did not die on a cross and cease to exist.  It’s time to rejoice that He’s a very present 
power that still causes our hearts to burn within us.  I look forward to hearing and 
sharing the Good News with all of you.
